2. ADMISSIONS ASSESSMENT: 

We will send you an offer letter. If it is conditional, we will let you know 
what we need from you. Otherwise, it will be unconditional, meaning that 
you do not need to do anything else to be accepted.

If we think the course is not right for you, we will suggest an alternative.

3. OFFER LETTER:

To hold your place on the course, you will need to meet all the remaining 
conditions. We can only confirm your place once all conditions have been 
met and the deposit paid. Please note that if you require a visa to study 
with us, you may need to provide additional evidence to comply with 
the visa regulations in the UK. You may also need to pass a credibility 
interview. We’ll let you know more about how to prepare.

4. ACCEPT YOUR OFFER:

Once you have paid your remaining fees, met all the conditions of offer, 
and passed a credibility interview if required, we will confirm your place 
and send you a Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies (CAS). You will 
need this to obtain a visa. Please note, a CAS can only be issued up to six 
months before the start of the course if you apply from outside the UK, or 
up to three months if you are eligible to apply from within the UK. 

5. CAS ISSUED:

You will then need to apply for your visa. It is your responsibility to obtain 
a visa before you travel to join the course. If you do not have a valid visa 
for studies in the UK, you will not be able to join the course.

6. APPLY FOR VISA: 

You should arrive on the weekend before the start date of the course. 
Please tell us when you are coming. We will send you pre-arrival 
information about your course and life in the UK.
